Precinct—geographic area containing a specific number of voters.

Plank—individual part of a party platform.

National committee—Organization that raises funds for presidential elections.

Direct primary—election in which voters choose candidates to represent the two major parties in a general election.

Grassroots—term describing political movements beginning at the neighborhood level.

United States—country with a two-party system.

Canada—country with a multiparty system.

Third party—type of political party that forms around a candidate not supported by the major parties.

Political party—organization of people who share similar ideas about government.

Watchdog—role played by the party that loses the general election.

George Washington warned Americans that political parties may have harmful effects.

Federalists believed that the best way to protect individual rights was to have a strong national government.

Prohibitionist is an example of a single-issue party.

Many democracies have multiparty systems.

By reading a party platform, you can learn about the party’s beliefs and positions on election issues.

Delegates write a party’s platform at its national convention.
Nominating a candidate for president is the main event at a national party convention.

The role of a party committee at the county level is to support party efforts at the local, state, and national levels.
