Where the Red Fern Grows 
Multi-Genre Project
Thinking back over Red Fern you will now create a multi-genre project that reflects all that you have learned.  Each piece should be well thought out, creative, and show your attention to detail.  Every piece you create must be in ink, not pencil.  All of the work should be original; you are not allowed to use any images from any version of the book or movie for this project.  Every student is required to create a cover page and back page, but you choose the other five products from the list below.  Make sure that you have all required elements for each page you create!  You will have three full days (10/27, 10/29, 11/4) to complete this assignment in class. 

DUE DATE: THURSDAY, NOVEMBER 5th
Required:  COVER PAGE:   The cover page must include the title of the book, the author’s name, and a proper heading at the bottom of the page.  
1. Life Map:  Your task is to create a life map for Billy’s life.  You will use the events in the story to create this map, and you will need to have a picture for each event.  Please see Ms. Farmer’s life map as an example.
2. Billboard:  Think of all the characters in WTRFG, both major and minor, and pick one to create a billboard sign about.  Your billboard must represent the time period of the book and it should be a one-liner that represents the character you chose.  Your class should be able to identify the character you chose and an explanation of why you chose the slogan you did.

3. Cartoon:  Think of a scene from the book that you could turn into a cartoon!  You will need to represent the scene in cartoon form; that can be one scene, or something like a real cartoon you would find in the newspaper.  On the back you should have a quote, correctly cited, from the book that represents the scene you depicted.  

4. Advertisement:  You will need to research the time period, early 1900’s, and come up with an advertisement for something from that period.  Think about the book, what products are mentioned, as you decide what you will advertise.  This should be representative of the time period.
5. Award:  You should create an award for one of the characters from the book about something you learned from them. On the back you must include either an introductory speech that you would say before presenting the award, or an acceptance speech from the character that is receiving your award.
6. Interview:  You will now write an interview with a character from the book.  You must have ten questions and answers.  Each answer should have evidence in the book to back it up; you will need to include page numbers for your answers.  The point is to ask questions and then find proof of your answers in the book.
7. Researching Idioms: Wilson Rawls uses numerous similes and metaphors to add color to the story.  Many of the phrases commonly used in the early 1900’s are not as familiar today.  You will need to research the meaning of the expressions listed below and draw a literal picture of each one.
as thick as flies around a sorghum mill

bulldogged determination

like a cat in a corn crib

as nervous as a fish out of water

as wet as a dirt dauber’s nest

as red as a turkey gobbler’s wattle

flew out of gear like a Model-T Ford

The sound….rolled like the beat of a jungle drum

As nervous as a June bug in a henhouse

taking the bull by the horns

head swelled up as big as a number-four washtub

Required:  BACK PAGE:  This is the last task before you complete your multi-genre project.  The back page should be an “Author’s page.”  You will include a photo or picture of yourself along with a short bio about yourself (where you live, family, writing history, etc…) 
Overall, you must make sure that you are paying close attention to detail.  Be creative!  Check on each part as you go and make sure that you have included all the necessary parts.  I know you will “wow” me with your ability to create a creative, well thought out, multi-genre project that shows your understanding of the book we have read.
